Partnership Cash
Rules and Regulations

(Updated March 2021)

1. The idea of Partnership Cash is to allow people to give a gift of “cash” but to keep the purchases local.

2. Treat Partnership Cash like real money or like a gift certificate. You can accept it and Greater Freeport Partnership will give you full face value for the coupon. A bearer of Partnership Cash can redeem them at any accepting Partnership member business. A list of accepting members is available on our website at www.greaterfreeport.com/partnershipcash 
3. After receiving Partnership Cash, you can submit it to Greater Freeport Partnership. We will give you a check in the amount of Partnership Cash redeemed within 30 days.
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Pictured below are the two varient's (gold and gray) of certificates we send out. Both
have the same printing and the same embossed stamp. A couple of things you should
look for to ensure authenticity:

The embossment is real (visible from the back of the certificate).

There are two real (not photocopied) signatures.

That the date of issuance is within 1 year.
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Not redeemable for cash. Redemption value not to exceed $25.00



A sample of what Partnership Cash looks like is shown below. To make sure it’s valid we have embossed each certificate. The embossing seal (crimped) should read Greater Freeport Partnership and be over the signatures. Do not accept any coupon without this embossing. Any coupon without this embossing will be considered a copy or counterfeit and will not be accepted for payment. 

5. Each certificate will be numbered or have a description of its origin. Each certificate will also have two of the Partnership Directors signatures on it.

6. Partnership Cash may be purchased for gift-giving from the Partnership office. They are available in denominations of $5, $10, or $20. 
7. Because we want to encourage local spending, we encourage you to not redeem for cash. If the item purchased is less than the amount of the Partnership Cash do not change the value of the certificate. Issue the customer a gift certificate or proof of remaining credit to your store. For example, if the item purchased is $17 and the certificate is for $20, issue an in-store credit to the customer for $3. We will pay you the full $20 for the certificate.
8. Be sure to write your store name under “Business Redeeming Certificate” and “Total Amount Spent” before turning it into our office.
